Background:  Smokey House Center (SHC) is a nonprofit organization that partners with public schools to provide youth with a hands-on, land-based academic supplement to their classroom learning.  Our mission is to improve the quality and effectiveness of public education by exploring and strengthening its link with land stewardship.  At Smokey House, young people work with experienced adults on ecological research and land management tasks—learning, in the process, science, math, ecology, communications, reading, writing, problem-solving, critical thinking, and teamwork.

Environmental Field Studies Program:  This program meets the learning needs of middle school students by involving them intensively in real ecological research.  Students learn to ask questions and use reasoning strategies to solve complex problems.  They traverse mountains and valleys building a connection to the landscape. In the process, they learn and collect valuable information about Vermont’s animals, plants, and other natural resources that informs both ongoing state and national studies.  Field Studies students spend several consecutive weeks at Smokey House and in natural areas in their own town while receiving academic credit from their regular school. 

Job Description: Our Education Internships immerse the Intern in the principles and practices of Smokey House’s applied learning programs.   During the first half of the program the Educational Intern will work in conjunction with the Field Studies Coordinator to develop and teach daily lessons.  During the second half of the program the Educational Intern, with the support of the Field Studies Coordinator, will have the opportunity to plan lessons for and teach their own group of students.  The Educational Intern will have the responsibility of creating daily lessons, managing their group, aiding students in setting personal goals and recording student performance.  
This position is well suited for an individual who is:

· Self motivated and possessing the confidence to use creativity in developing engaging lessons for middle school students
· Dedicated to building trusting relationships with students and helping them build their skill and confidence in multiple academic disciplines
· Well versed in the principles of ecology and the framework of field research

· Interested in applying an integrated approach to academic subjects 

· Capable of providing students with disciplinary structure and guiding them in building positive relationships with peers and adults
Timeline:  This is a 10 week position, 8 hours/day for 5 days/week, starting on Feb 14th and continuing through April 29th.  
Compensation:  The Education Intern will be provided with a compensation of $150 per week for personal expenses.
